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PARKING & PARK-AND-WALK SCHEMES

APPLICATION FORM (Autumn Term 2009)

In recent years we have all become aware of the need to reduce carbon emissions and find more environmentally friendly ways of travelling. Schools have been asked to help too by developing a School Travel Plan, encouraging children and parents to walk or cycle to school.

Safety has also become a major target for schools and traffic around our school, especially at the start and end of the day, is a major concern. We have implemented numerous schemes to improve the safety of children when arriving at or leaving the school. 

All of this is part of our School Travel Plan which is created each year to continue these improvements

Many of the schemes are run by parents on a voluntary basis and these include:

· Crocodiles – Children walking to school in parent supervised groups

· Footsteps – Teaching younger children basic road safety

· Biking Basics – Teaching 6-11 year olds basic cycling safety

We always need more volunteers to help on these initiatives – why not you? This term we have had to suspend the morning crocodile from Priory to Hampden through the lack of volunteers. It is such a good service we would love to see it back, can you help? 

You could also join the Travel Plan working party.

 Please contact the school office and register your interest as a volunteer for any aspects of the Travel Plan.

We are also always looking for new ideas to reduce car use and or improve safety. Although we have been given approval to have a school Crossing Patrol Officer (Lollipop Person to most of us) at Priory Road, we have not been able to find someone willing to do it; do you know someone who could do this? They will even be paid!

Playground Parking Scheme Changes

This year we changed this parking scheme. In the past the scheme was run by Bucks County Council (BCC) but they have now passed it over to Wycombe District Council who only run the on street scheme. We therefore had to review the after school parking on the playground at Priory Road. 

We decided to try to run a scheme ourselves for the Summer term and then review it. We feel the new approach has been successful in managing the parking on the playground after school. It has improved the safety for the children and ensured that those entitled to a space get one. So we will continue to run the scheme as is for another term and then review it again. The cost will remain at £12 per term. 

This still represents incredible value if you look at the normal costs of parking in Wycombe and unsurpassed convenience compared to trying to park on the streets, even with a street permit. Of course walking is much cheaper and healthier and we would encourage you to consider it!

On balance we still feel that the scheme offers a safer way for children to be picked up, where parents feel they have no option but to use a car, as overall it helps reduce congestion on the roads. But there are still real risks and it does rely on permit holders driving safely and very slowly (less than 5 MPH) while they are on the playground. 

Remember : on the Playground Pedestrians have priority over cars.

If you want to apply for a permit please complete the form by the date shown. Be aware that demand usually exceeds the limited number of spaces and there will be more rigorous enforcement. The scheme is only open to applicants who are authorised to collect pupils of Hamilton School such as parents, guardians or grandparents. It is not available to the general public.

Once you have your permit make sure you have it clearly displayed on the windscreen. If you try to park without a valid permit please expect to be asked to leave immediately, there are no acceptable exceptions.

The on street parking scheme has changed completely and is now under the control of Wycombe District Council rather than BCC. All applications have to be made to Parking Services at Wycombe District Council  Tel:01494 421417 or email  parking@wycombe.gov.uk . The school no longer handles applications under this scheme

Please make sure you park sensibility and legally, for example not on the yellow Zig-Zag lines they are considered to be double yellow lines: no parking, no loading, no stopping. Our primary concern is the health and safety of the children and we urge you to please take care.

We hope you will continue to help make this a successful part of the School Travel Plan so that we can continue to provide this service.

· This application form MUST be returned to the school together with payment for the relevant amount by Friday 26 June 2009. Late applicants will not be considered until after the first week of term in September.  (Cheques to be made payable to Hamilton Primary School).
· The hours the permit schemes cover are: 3.00pm-4.00pm, term time and school days only.

· Permits will be distributed to successful applicants and payment will be returned to unsuccessful applicants by 16th July 2009.

· Please read ALL the Conditions and Applications of Use 2008/09 applying to the parking schemes, before completing both sides of this application form.  Receipt of a completed application form will constitute an acknowledgement of, and an agreement to abide by, the conditions of the schemes.  Extra copies of these conditions are available from the school offices.

Parking Permit Schemes – Conditions and Applications of Use 2008/09 (Modified 2009)
Please read ALL the conditions below applying to the Parking Permit Schemes, before completing the application form.  Receipt of a completed application form will constitute an acknowledgement of, and agreement to abide by, the conditions detailed below.  Should any individual in possession of a permit breach these conditions, the relevant permit will be immediately revoked.  Any subsequent applications for a permit, by that individual or his/her family, may be subject to detailed scrutiny by the application board, have specific additional conditions attached, and in certain cases may be automatically rejected.  ALL conditions are subject to review/amendment and applicants will be notified of any changes.

GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR BOTH ON-STREET AND PLAYGROUND PERMITS
1. Applications

i. Applications must be completed in as much detail as possible.

ii. Applicants may need to supply additional information or evidence to support their application.

iii. Completed application forms must be submitted by the relevant closing date.  Late applications will not be considered.

iv. The relevant fee must accompany the application: Playground permit application £12.  (Duplicate will cost £6 for Playground permits).

v. Permits are valid for one term only, and will not be automatically renewed.  Responsibility for applying for renewal of any permit rests with the holder, and a new application form must be completed for each term.

2. Awarding of Permits

i. Applications will be considered by the application board (representatives of the School Travel Plan Working Group).

ii. Applications that demonstrate the greatest need will receive a permit for parking scheme.  

iii. Applicants will be informed if their application has been successful, and efforts will be made to ensure that successful applicants receive the appropriate permit before the start of the term for which it is valid.

3. Conditions of Use

i. Permits are valid for one term only, on school days only, and between the controlled hours indicated on the application form.

ii. The permit must be displayed so that all the details on the face of the permit (vehicle registration mark/s, expiry date, permit number etc.) may readily be seen from the front or nearside of the vehicle.

iii. The permit is valid if and only if the expiry date has not passed, the registration mark shown on the face of the permit is the registration mark of the vehicle parked and the permit is properly displayed as required above.

iv. The issue of a permit does not guarantee the holder a parking space and the use of parking spaces may be suspended by police officers, parking attendants or duly authorised Council Officers or School Officers.  

v. The issue of a permit does not render Hamilton Primary School subject to any liability in respect of the loss or damage to any vehicle in a parking space or the contents or fittings of any such vehicle.

vi. A permit remains the property of the School.

vii. Permits will be revoked and a request for surrender made when any of the conditions are breached.
