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CYCLING POLICY STATEMENT

Introduction

· Cycling is a life skill.  This policy attempts to set out guidelines which will enable children to practise their cycling skills on journeys to and from school.

· The intention is that all Year 6 children, who pass the Bikeability Level 2 or higher of the National Cycle Training Standard will, if they wish to, be entitled to ride their bicycle to and from school unescorted, provided their parents or guardians agree.  

· Younger children, unable to take the training course, will be able to cycle to and from school, and store their bicycles on the Hampden Road site, but only if directly supervised by a parent or guardian.

· Cycle storage is only provided on the Hampden Road site. Consideration will be given to cycle storage at Priory Road, if there is demand from the parents.

Conditions

· For unaccompanied cyclists, evidence of parental consent and of having passed Bikeability Level 2 or higher of the National Cycle Training Standard must be presented to the school office before the cycling to school commences. A copy of the evidence will be kept on the child’s record.

· The school does not accept responsibility for the safety of those cycling to or from school.

· The school cannot accept responsibility for the security of cycles or cycling equipment.

· Those cycling to school will be expected to wear proper helmets.

· Helmets cannot be stored in the school buildings, therefore cyclists will be expected to secure their helmets to their bicycles using appropriate locking devices, and will be responsible for their own keys.

· Cyclists must enter school premises via the main drive at Hampden Road, dismount in the car park and wheel their cycles to the bike stands at the side of the building.  On leaving school the process will be reversed.

· The school reserves the right to prohibit the use of cycles by those children who do not conform to the school’s conditions or, at any time behave in any manner which might endanger themselves or others or might bring the school into disrepute.

· Parents or guardians are to ensure that all bicycles are mechanically sound and maintained in good roadworthy working order.

Recomendations

· All children cycling should wear fluorescent tabards.
· All bicycles left on site should be secured with a suitable locking device.
